Dear Parents and Carers, 
  
We are now only 2 weeks from the end of this academic year and this letter may be a useful one 
to keep as it contains important information for the start of term and some key dates for 2024/25. 
  
Tuesday 3rd September 2024 
 
All students are required to be on school site between 08:00 am and 08:25 am  for a prompt 
08:30 am  start to lesson 1. Year 7 will make their way to the theatre for their first assembly and 
Sixth Formers will need to report to the Dance Studio for their assembly. All other students will 
make their way to form rooms and we will have posters up to support them in finding the correct 
rooms. Every year group will have a welcome assembly in the morning with normal lessons 
commencing in lesson 3.
