In
these talks, you will be able to have the options process explained, including what choices your
child will have to make, the deadlines for choosing and what support we will be offering to make
this successful. The talks will take place at 4.45pm and 5.45pm, to fit in with whatever suits your
schedule better.

We would be delighted to see you and believe that it is vital that you attend at this point in your
child’s time at Colton Hills, to ensure that we all play our part in helping them to make the right
options choices for their future.
